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Workshop 1-2 April 2010

Participatory modeling: a way to promote adaptive management of rural socio-ecological systems

How do participatory modeling approaches promote adaptive management of rural socio-ecological systems? How do these participatory approaches deal with the challenges of multiple scales for the governance of socio-ecological systems? 
Participatory modeling is a promising way to support adaptive management of rural socio-ecological system by integrating multiple viewpoints and exploring desirable scenarios for sustainable development. Recently, such approaches have been applied to improve linkages between local and regional levels in the context of decentralization of NRM. Such multi-scale systems raise key challenges to participatory modeling approaches that this workshop will examine and discuss. The first day of the workshop is part of the scientific visit organized by the GCARD (http://www.agropolis.org/gcard/visits.php). It introduces the subject with 4 invited talks, a debate and a “tool bazaar”. The second day aims at producing ideas around multi-scale aspects with 2 round-tables of experts and the organization of working groups.

Invited talks

A. Voinov (ITC, Enschede) will give a general presentation on participatory modeling. G. Peterson (SEI, Stockholm) will talk about the multi-scale prospective scenario methodology. M. Antona (Cirad, Montpellier) and M. Etienne (INRA, Avignon) will introduce the companion modeling approach. N. Ferrand (Cemagref, Montpellier) and K. Daniell (ANU, Canberra) will present a case study in Bulgaria where they used participatory modeling for multi-level strategic planning.

How to get there?

To reach the Lavalette campus from Montpellier Saint-Roch train station

- take the tram, line 1, towards Mosson, Saint-Eloi stop (a 20mn travel with a tram every 6mn)
- then, take the N°13 bus: Agropolis shuttle bus, Agropolis stop (a 10mn travel with a bus every 10mn)
